Research Article significant attention from rural development planners. One of the factors that plays a

crucial role in this process is the establishment and expansion of microenterprises. The
present study was conducted with the aim of examining the impact of creating and
developing microenterprises on the empowerment of rural women.

Methods: This study employed meta-analysis as a statistical and systematic method for
synthesizing the findings of previous research in the field under investigation. The
statistical population consisted of accessible studies addressing the relationship between
microenterprises and rural women’s empowerment, published in scientific databases
(Sid, Ensani, Noormags, Magiran, ScienceDirect, Google Scholar, and Scopus) during
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2025 the years 2000-2024. In total, 720 studies were identified, of which 30 met the inclusion
and exclusion criteria and were analyzed using CMAZ2 software. Based on the results of
heterogeneity tests (Q index and |2 statistic), a random-effects model was selected.

occurrence between rural women’s empowerment and topics such as entrepreneurship,
microcredit, and income. According to Begg and Mazumdar’s correlation test, the
included studies demonstrated relative symmetry, confirming the absence of publication
bias in the present research. The combined effect size was calculated at 0.453, which,
based on Cohen’s criteria, indicates a moderate impact of microenterprise development
on the empowerment of rural women.

Conclusions: The findings of this study demonstrate that the establishment and
expansion of microenterprises have a significant and positive effect on the empowerment
of rural women. Therefore, strengthening rural women’s businesses can serve as a key
driver of empowerment, a process that requires supportive systems and institutional
backing.

Accordingly, this
study seeks to assess the influence of creating and expanding such enterprises on the
empowerment of rural women.

Methods

This research applied a meta-analytic approach, recognized both as a statistical and systematic
method for integrating the findings of prior studies. The study population included accessible
research on the relationship between entrepreneurship and the empowerment of rural women,
published in scientific databases (Sid, Ensani, Noormags, Magiran, ScienceDirect, Google
Scholar, Scopus) between 2000 and 2024. Out of 720 identified studies, 30 met the inclusion
criteria and were analyzed using CMAZ2 software. Due to heterogeneity in the findings, as
indicated by the Q and I? statistics, a random-effects model was adopted. In addition,
VOSviewer software was employed to map the research network and detect frequently
occurring terms. Keywords were searched in international databases, with selected data saved
in CSV format and imported into VOSviewer. Domestic studies were searched separately, and
qualifying articles were entered manually. Scientometric indices were then analyzed through
this software.

Results

The thematic network mapping conducted with VOSviewer highlighted strong linkages
between women’s empowerment and topics such as entrepreneurship, microcredit, and income
generation. Results of the Begg and Mazumdar correlation test confirmed relative symmetry in
the included studies, indicating an absence of publication bias. The meta-analysis yielded a
combined effect size of 0.453, which, according to Cohen’s guidelines, represents a moderate
impact of small business creation on the empowerment of rural women.

Conclusion

The study’s findings underscore the significant positive role of establishing and developing
small-scale businesses in empowering rural women. Supporting rural women’s entrepreneurial
activities is thus a key driver of capacity building and requires the development of supportive
institutional systems. These results provide valuable insights for policymakers and planners
seeking to strengthen local enterprises and enhance rural women’s empowerment. Given the
moderate effect size and observed heterogeneity, further research is recommended to explore
additional factors influencing women’s empowerment and the sustainability of rural
enterprises.
